· Logs of the WWII Archival Toolkit DVDs can be accessed through Wisconsin Public Television’s online database at http://wptmedialibrary.wpt.org/
· You don’t need a log-in or a password.  

· On the right side of the screen, in the gray bar near the top, click on “Advanced Search.” 

· For a general look at the footage:
On the left side, lower half of the screen find the Limits box.  To browse the footage, you MUST select the appropriate category from the Limits menu. If you forget to do this, you will be searching from our general station footage.  The only Limit you need to select is in the “Program, Series or Collection Title” column.  In that column, scroll down the menu and select WWII Archival Toolkit.  Then, in the lower left column of the screen hit Search. All the logs will pop up. You can read through each one by clicking Full Record.    

· To search for specific subject matter:
On the advanced search screen, in the Field Box in the middle of the page, go to the Description line.   In the Description dropdown menu, select Keyword.  Next to the Keyword search field, type what you would like to find – i.e. “Pearl Harbor,” “Iwo Jima,” “Kamikaze” etc.  Then, in the Limits box on the bottom part of the screen, go to the “Program, Series or Collection Title” column.   In that column, scroll down and select WWII Archival toolkit.  Finally, in the lower left column of the screen, hit Search.  Click “Full Record” to view the full log of each tape your search returns.  

· IMPORTANT NOTE:  ALWAYS select WWII ARCHIVAL TOOLKIT in the “Program, Series or Collection Title” column or you will get information on tapes that are not part of this archival resource. You must do this with every new search you perform.
