What's going on here? I just got a couple examples of plants that grow in Rice Lake you know from from our native species to our non-native undesirable species Yep. So, our basic species here at the right side is the hybrid race of the houttuynia. For the early week of the week, this plant is hybrid. It's cross between the native and the other houtuynia species. The next species, species IE of little tougher, is in pink.
