Most of the perch we've been getting out of here have been spawned out for the last day or two. So right now the musky is kind of coming on. At first we were only getting males, but now we have some females, some bigger females starting to move in, which is fun to see. And the bass are kind of getting ready to go. They usually go once the water temperatures get just slightly warmer. I guess I'm not sure what it was out here this morning. Greg was checking before we came out, but. It's got to be kind of getting up to the mid-50s, I would think. So we're basically gonna, this net was just like, you need enough tension to kind of keep it taut and open. So yeah, so we're just gonna actually just stretch completely from the buoy and we'll see how long we can get Kelsey to hold on up there and not fall overboard and stretch that sucker back out. Give me a yell when you feel the anchor come up. Is that going?

[00:15:08] Speaker 1 Just a little more gas. You can drop it. 

[00:15:16] Speaker 3 I'm gonna find a good grip on it. How do you hold it?

Every once in a while a fish will cough one up in a net but I think it's just because if they're stuck in a nut loaded with them they're going to grab something at point. But yeah, they don't seem to eat them.

[00:26:32] Speaker 1 Maybe, I don't know. We'd have to, we got to find a herpetologist and ask him. Controls the frog. Yeah, exactly. Like I'm super curious about them. And maybe they're, like obviously when they become adult frogs, stuff eats them. One night across the lake yesterday, so we'll shoot for that really quick. The rest of the sets after that are probably more musky-ish type sets, but you never know. We might get some. Try not to hit you with it.

But most of, kind of, a lot of vegetation and grass is kind of back behind the islands and on the north side of the islands there. So that's where a lot forage fish hang out. So that's where a lot of the game fish kind of cruise. So a lot of people like when they come walleye fishing kind of fish around the north side or sometimes the backs of these islands. People will try to fish deeper for them and certain times a year it works pretty well but there's some really good fishing for like bluegill and other panfish out here right now. There's some nice size to them. Sorry, this anchor's slipping a bit, so hopefully.

We would collect a weight on a subset, but we don't need it for that guy. So we'll send him on his way. The shorter we hang onto them, the better off they do, so we try to get them back in the water as quick as we can. Ready for the next one? Okay. So this one's little. It's a short. It's not going to get a tag. It's another male. He is 12.6 inches. So since this guy is mature, he gets a bottom tail clip. He is not gonna get a tag because he's under 15 inches. Scales and a spine. So this guy is probably from last year. He's probably a year old at this point, so yeah, bad 12 plus inches. Yeah, yeah, exactly. Yeah, maybe two, but this guy definitely is from last year, a little guy. Um, so another short, this one's an unknown. 9-4. Give him a little clip. I'll take some scales just to confirm He's most certainly probably a year old. Um, we'll take a little spine, this poor guy. I want to take all your spines, buddy. There you go. And we got one more in here. So this guy is another short, so won't get a tag. So another unknown, so we're just looking for either milk or eggs. An immature fish actually, this one is a recap. So we're not gonna collect data on it. We've already sampled it in the flight nets this year. I'm actually gonna give it an RV clip because it got the wrong clip the first go around. So we just clip in half of that right ventral fin off. So on the next sheet under there in that recap sheet. This one. So these go by date, so it'll be a new date.

[00:43:58] Speaker 1 And then you got species, so walleye pike smallies. And then there are length cutoffs, that's why there's two bins. So male, female, unknown. So that would be an unknown and it's under 15.

So these like smaller wooden ones are like just easier, like in a shock boat that's all we have. When we do falls back into the bay, we do this, it's all in millimeters, it just kind of depends. It's all like, yeah, it's all old school. And we kind of do both, like whatever happens to be there. But again, it was one of those legacy things where like forever, and like fish management still records, most of them still record in inches. So like if you pull like state data from the database it's generally in inches and that just kind of. Yeah, I don't think I mentioned that. Yeah. Frickin' spasms in the spines, man.

[01:06:56] Speaker 1 There you go. Yeah, these smallies are really starting to come on. Yeah. Oh, yeah, you gotta get nuts in palette quick

Like it's interesting if you look back at the, I don't know if you can see it in that poster on the wall as much, but like the way these fish populations fluctuate. Like there was not a good bluegill fishery out here for. Decades. I mean like there are some harvested but from maybe like the 60s to now, like none. And then in just the last like four or five years they've been coming on and there are some really nice big ones out here. It's kind of wild. Like there used to be crappie out here and those just like disappeared. They like got fished out and just have never come back. 

[01:08:08] Speaker 3 Yeah, I love there's a black coffee population out there. 

[01:08:13] Speaker 1 Yeah, well there's plenty of nearby lakes that have them, just not here, yeah. 

[01:08:20] Speaker 3 Do you have any of the surrounding ones in there?

[01:08:24] Speaker 3 Like, the ones in this chain that you guys are in charge of.

[01:08:31] Speaker 1 Not crappy and then restacked it and they tried trout yeah they tried trout and that didn't work um and they ended up then just It basically is just small mouth and perch. And then pallet's a little more diverse, although it's small mouth dominated. You pull it a little tighter if you can.

[01:09:24] Speaker 1 Yeah, it'd be good. Your most graceful position you're going to be like birthing legs up in the stirrups.

We take scales every year just because.

Go digest. This little guy, oh this is recap, recap male, the bigger length, then over 12. You can just tally it on that sheet. Unknown. 21.2. Okay, that's a nice key.

[01:24:35] Speaker 1 Twenty-two one. Is that crossed out, male, 22-1? Yeah, yeah, yeah. OK. I think there's like one more in here to recap. Yay. Pike recap unknown over 12 or whatever the cutoff is.
