[00:00:44] Speaker 2 Uh, this, this is the proper way. If you're holding them up like this, I think that's a little, it's a little weird, but maybe my personal, personal thing.

[00:00:56] Speaker 2 Oh, I have some fish pics. Like this. 

[00:00:58] Speaker 1 The right way, the right way. 

[00:01:00] Speaker 2 Yep, we got some good ones. I mean, I can show them to you later if you want. 

[00:01:04] Speaker 1 So, what is the fear, I guess, of a guy with a fish pick? There's a lot of women that I've known who are like, oh, absolutely not. Is it because they're afraid that...

[00:01:55] Speaker 2 I mean, if they're holding up a bluegill, that's, you know, if it's like a seven pound bluegilled, that's okay. That's cool. But you know like if you got a huge musky, that'd be great, but if you've got like a little small one, yeah. But I think it depends on the fish, yeah, that'll do. 

[00:02:12] Speaker 1 We've seen memes or things out there that talk about, like, you know, the only time their guy smiles is when he's got a fish. 

[00:02:19] Speaker 2 I would have to probably agree. I think my boyfriend's biggest smiles are probably when he's holding a fish, but you know, it depends on the guy, but yeah, I'd say guys are pretty much their happiest when they're out alone fishing on a pond or something. 

[00:02:37] Speaker 1 Should that be a red flag or would you advise women to give them more of a shot?

[00:04:02] Speaker 1 Do you think that they naturally go together, or is it more, I mean, like, because they find it common interest, or like you said, because a lot of it is solo, or piece in 

[00:04:10] Speaker 2 It is, yeah, I think a lot of the time it's very much like a solo adventure, you know, props to the people who can do it together. I think it really just takes two people who really, really understand what each other want to go out there and to get to that point, you have to spend a lot time with that person fishing. Otherwise, like the patience, it just takes patience, especially if someone doesn't really know how to fish. It takes a lot patience. So I think, yeah, I could probably do a little bit better. Of learning some of that stuff because I'm not, I'm not, i wouldn't call myself a real angler. I'm more of on the scientific side of things, but yeah. 

[00:04:46] Speaker 1 When you I think there's a stereotype when people see a woman fishing with a man 

[00:04:50] Speaker 2 Yeah! 

[00:04:51] Speaker 1 She just wants to be with them. She doesn't even know what she's doing. But there's probably a lot of cases where... 

[00:04:57] Speaker 2 Oh yeah, there's plenty of people that are much better than men at fishing. You know, I haven't met a whole lot of them. I think if you go out west there's a whole lot more of fly fishing and all that. But, you know, it's, I'm hoping it's an up-and-coming thing that more women take on to it. It might make those fish pictures more, like, nice. They're like, you, know, like people want it more. But yeah, I don't know, don't see a whole lot of women fishing out there anymore. I guess it's never really been that way, but hopefully soon. I don't know. 

[00:05:31] Speaker 1 All right, yeah, thank you so much. Yeah, just so I have it correct for this section say and spell your name

[00:05:42] Speaker 1 and what would your title be? 

[00:05:44] Speaker 2 An LTE limited term employee, okay 

[00:05:47] Speaker 1 And you are currently a grad student or are you? 

[00:05:50] Speaker 2 Yeah, current grad student at UW-Green Bay. Okay, cool. Sweet. 

[00:05:55] Speaker 1 Surprised? All right, yeah, I'm surprised. All right. So give me your perspective on fishpicks, dating, fishing and relationships. What's the advice you give? What are the questions? 

[00:06:07] Speaker 3 Right yeah so fish picks are like big thing in our demographic for sure. Um I feel like oh jeez sorry cameras crazy for me. All right let me let me think about that.

[00:07:58] Speaker 1 No, we're looking for everything. Everything, okay. No, you have a certain background that obviously is going to make you predispose to one thought, but that's yours. 

[00:08:08] Speaker 3 All right, so I'm all about the fish pick, kind of what, can I reference her? Yeah. Yeah, sort of like what Kelsey was saying, you know, it's all about how they're holding the fish. Yeah, it shows a lot how like natural you are with it and if it's like forced or what's going on, right. 

[00:08:27] Speaker 1 Are you one where that's the most natural smile you're going to see? 

[00:08:31] Speaker 3 Oh yeah, yeah, I mean it's just like, fish are so cool, right, like they swim, like underwater they're breathing, they're so old, you know, it's like, they are so cool. 

[00:08:45] Speaker 1 So should women worry about, like, will he love me as much as the fish? 

[00:08:54] Speaker 3 So it depends on what you're looking for in a relationship, right? I like look for passion. So if someone's passionate about fishing, then that's the person for me, right. It's all perspective in that sense. I want someone who's going to go out. And even if it's raining, they still want to fish. That's cool. Oh, shoot. 

[00:09:19] Speaker 1 But I guess all the women that are into it, that's just their loss, right? 

[00:09:25] Speaker 3 Totally, it's their loss, you know, like, but it's good for me. Can I get you to say and spell your name, just so I have it clear? Yeah, yeah, it is Coco, C-O-C-O, Eberhard, E-B-E-R-H-A-R D.

[00:13:31] Speaker 1 Alright, so if you're with a picture of your girlfriend, are you smiling? Yeah. As big as when you're holding a big fish.

[00:13:40] Speaker 1 To prove it. 

[00:13:41] Speaker 4 I could, yeah, I could. 

[00:13:44] Speaker 1 Alright, in terms of the broader community, do guys or girls ever come up to you and ask like, why do guys put so many fish picks on there? What should I worry about if I see all these?
