[00:13:50] Speaker 2 I know and they're my family too. I'm a Packer fan though. My dad's cousins were the Keith Yeah, and They all grew up in Chicago 

[00:14:08] Speaker 5 So he turns right and everybody else turns left. 

[00:14:10] Speaker 1 Yeah. 

[00:14:20] Speaker 2 Where are you from? You're from Wisconsin, Dallas. Oh yeah, I got some cousins, my grandmother used to live in New Jersey, I saved her at Lyman Road, New York. Okay. Thanks for having me. Okay. Oh yeah, my cousins used to have a farm in Laval. Gotcha, gotcha. Beautiful area, nice rolling hills. Yeah. Okay.

[00:15:15] Speaker 4 That'll go with it. 

[00:15:16] Speaker 1 Hey Papa, can you come over here? Go right there, go right there! 

[00:15:24] Speaker 2 Yeah. 

[00:15:27] Speaker 5 It's so... 

[00:15:29] Speaker 3 Oh, you didn't start it. 

[00:15:30] Speaker 5 Yeah, Todd already attempted to nest it, and swarmed. Better. Safe and sound.

[00:15:36] Speaker 5 My technical... 

[00:15:39] Speaker 11 My technical title is Senior Political Reporter, so... 

[00:15:43] Speaker 5 Oh, you've had some fun, huh? Oh, yeah. 

[00:15:45] Speaker 11 This is my reward for all the other work I do. For years, they've been promising, hey, Zach, one of these times when an election ends, we'll let you go shoot a fun story.

[00:16:30] Speaker 10 Is that how you came or did you drop it that way? 

[00:16:32] Speaker 11 And come up the back way through Eau Claire. 

[00:16:34] Speaker 10 If you were to take Highway H, what's really wild is as you step coming closer to the gorge, you can just see from up there, up deep down, how this was like a massive bottom.

[00:16:54] Speaker 10 Okay, 29. 

[00:16:55] Speaker 11 And get off at Stanley. 

[00:16:56] Speaker 10 No, we get off in, uh, Godot. 

[00:16:59] Speaker 11 Oh, okay. 

[00:17:00] Speaker 10 Up here one year when we had storm that came through smile and the kids were out with a good friend of mine and he couldn't get the boat started and his dad and I jumped in his boat because we knew something and we could hear the storms coming we went out there they were actually over on one of the banana islands and you'll probably see them if you go with with Keith and Robin they probably gonna I don't know if that's one of the islands they'll take you to but anyway 

[00:17:27] Speaker 5 The bananas are fun. 

[00:17:30] Speaker 10 We were out to the bananas and they were looking for a rope swing because Brian was a professional photographer. He was shooting. He couldn't get the boats started while he drained the battery. So we got out there, got the kids in, my buddy Burt's boat. I jumped in my boat. 

[00:17:45] Speaker 11 Well, let's start with some some easy easy stuff. All right Tell me the story of how you first started coming up here when when was 

[00:17:54] Speaker 10 Well, let's see, what year was that? It was, our daughter was one, Tyler was eight. So, I mean, that was over 30 years ago. And like I said, it was a friend of ours had said something about this place. And we decided just to come up and try it. So, my wife had called the resort and the resort owners at the time, she talked to the husband and he had a cabin, but it was really tiny cabin. So there was five of us in a tiny cabin. It was rather comfy and cozy, but it was kind of chaotic. But, and then at the very beginning, it was kinda like, is this really gonna work out? Well, the following year we called to see if we could get a bigger cabin, and well that's when we ended up with cabin three here. And from that point on, it was just, we started meeting people up here that we knew could be good friends with, and it was one of those things where we would always come up at the same time every year so we could not only be up here but also be with those people as well. It was just meant to be. 

[00:19:01] Speaker 11 Did you come up looking for fishing, or was it family time, or? 

[00:19:05] Speaker 10 It was mainly family time. Fishing was a bonus. I loved to fish, but the kids were kind of small at the time, so it was me out in the boat most of the time by myself, but obviously as they got older, then they were able to get out of here, but that was the bonus. F fishing was a bonus. 

[00:19:25] Speaker 11 So did you grow up fishing? 

[00:19:28] Speaker 10 Yeah, kind of. I mean, my mom and my grandparents liked to fish, fish bowlheads on the Rock River over by Burnett when I was a kid. And so we started there. And then my stepfather was a big fisherman. I used to fish a lot with him, chart fishing and all that kind of, and it just kind of evolved in that. Then I got, then as my brother started getting older. They started getting into muskie fishing, well then that's kind of hooked me on to muskie fishing and it's been that way ever since. 

[00:20:02] Speaker 11 So you came up here and did you kind of were you looking to fill a freezer or was it just more of the action out there? 

[00:20:10] Speaker 10 In some cases it was to take fish home, yes, because nothing's better than having a fish fry at home in the middle of winter, it reminds you of the place. I mean, I would stand out in my deer hunting outfit on the grill, because we would do it on the grill, I'd take an iron skillet, fill it with oil, and that's how we would cook so it wouldn't smell up the house. And I would stand out there in the middle of winter and cook fish, and it's like, there's nothing like it. It tastes great. 

[00:20:40] Speaker 11 It brings... It brings summer back. 

[00:20:42] Speaker 10 Exactly, that's exactly right. 

[00:20:45] Speaker 11 So, what was walleye fishing like up here when you first started? 

[00:20:48] Speaker 10 When I first started up here, it was kind of a hit or a miss. I mean, it difficult, you could hear people talking about it. It wasn't anything like it is now. Unless you went with a guide that knew, obviously, the flowage better than you did and knew where to go, it was difficult for just the average Joe to find walleye. You go to the spots that you would read about and so on, but the chances of catching them. And actually back in those days, there wasn't a size limit on a walleye. People were taking fish out that were eight, ten inches long and keeping them. So I don't know if that decimated the population, but it wasn't really good for it. And then, yeah, it wasn't t the greatest. 

[00:21:36] Speaker 11 Researchers talk a lot about you know opportunistic fishermen of like if one species isn't there you'll you'll find another species And if you wanted to be here and walleye weren't readily available. You're not going to turn into a die-hard walleye fisherman 

[00:21:47] Speaker 10 No, no, no. Typically, we didn't specifically seek out walleye. I mean, it was a bonus if you caught one. But we were up here for the panfish to take home. If you got a walleye, oh, awesome. But normally it was crappies and bluegills in the spring. And in the summertime, fishing is kind of tough, so you take what you get. And in the fall, well we were typically up here in the Fall if we come up for musky fishing and that was about it. We didn't fish anything else. 

[00:22:17] Speaker 11 So for some of the other people that were up here, was it kind of that same thing of just, you know, what's just nice to be on the water? 

[00:22:23] Speaker 10 Yes, pretty much. I mean, they did fish. Actually, our friend Burt, he was diehard. He was over the top. It really didn't matter what he caught, he just wanted to catch fish. When he was younger, he used to tell stories about how he was a diehard musk, a wildlife fisherman, but as he got older, and he's the one that taught me this place. If it weren't for him, I wouldn't know it. 

[00:22:51] Speaker 11 So as your kids got older, did you start putting the pole in their hand? Oh. Are the gas going to come out? 

[00:22:56] Speaker 10 Oh, absolutely, absolutely. Yeah, we started them off as young as we could. Where we used to live, there used to be some farmers' ponds that you could fish out of, and that's how we kind of introduced them into fishing. We would just drive over to the farmers' pond and just sit along the edge and try to catch what we could catch. And nine times out of ten, we wouldn't take anything because God only knows what was in that pond. But you would catch fish, and that is how they got going. And then, yeah, when they got old enough to be in the boat and stuff like that. Yeah, and my wife is always really good about... Making sure that we had things there that if we were going to go out fishing that if they lost interest that they had something else to do like whether it was a coloring book or a reading book or you name it she had something them to do and so it kind of bided the time you know because if it's not you know how's a kids attention span going to be if they're not catching fish understood completely 

[00:23:49] Speaker 11 It's bad enough with panfish, can you imagine trying to take a kid walleye fishing? 

[00:23:52] Speaker 10 No, no, not at all, not unless you go to a lake that's just completely full of walleyes, yeah, no. Yeah, it's difficult. 

[00:24:01] Speaker 11 Tell me a little bit about the evolution of coming up here and what it's meant. Obviously they started with little kids and then they've gone into adults and now this is your first time with a grandchild. Right. 

[00:24:09] Speaker 10 Right, right. It's just been amazing. I mean, it's kind of like you see the generations and you try to instill in them a sense of respect, obviously. We've always tried to instill it in our kids, but respect for this place. I means, these places are going away. You know, you go down where we live, you lake there's houses on top of houses. You don't go on the lake during the weekends because there's no room for you. Or you go out there, like, as early as you possibly can in the morning and get off the lake before the crazies hit it. Not up here. I mean, especially on this end of the flow edge where you hardly ever see boats. I mean they'll come flying by or the kids will be water skiing and stuff like that. There's no place like this. And so the kids have really understand that, yeah, this is a unique place. And it's just amazing how they've adapted to it. I mean, they love this place. And whenever we have the opportunity to have them all together, whenever we're up here, we try to make it so that they have the opportunity, if they can come, they can be here too. So it doesn't matter to us if we have to pay for it or not, it doesn' matter. The point is we're gonna be here, so why don't you come? 

[00:25:34] Speaker 11 You were talking before a little bit about some of the shift that's occurred with the fish population that are in here, and you've seen some of that change over the years and like maybe some of them, the evidence that people are talking about what's being done. 

[00:25:48] Speaker 10 Well, yes, absolutely, the walleye population, it's amazing, and a lot of it I see online. Basically, the guides are really good about posting stuff when they take guys out to fish. Obviously, they're promoting your business, but in the same token, it is promoting the walleye fishing. I mean, I would say five years ago, maybe, yeah, I would say 5 years ago. It wasn't like it is now. There were walleyes, there were a lot of what the guys called shorts, stuff that was under the slot limit. And so, you could slowly, starting to see the evolution of the fish starting to get to the point where I mean, yeah, you'd catch a big fish every once in a while, but nine times out of ten, we always called them cigars. They were little bitty short ones. Or they were just, they weren't big enough that really an average, honest fisherman wouldn't. And it's just progressively gotten better and the slot limit seems to have made a big difference. Like I said, I think the Lake Association, the people that own the resorts around here that put all the effort into this stuff have really made a big impact on doing research and basically seeking out experts. How can we make this better? I mean, cause this is their livelihood. And so at the end of the day, it's a combination of all that. And I'm not really big into. The Department of Natural Resources has done up here. I don't know all the things, but I know the changes that they've made, at least in the case of the walleye population, in my opinion, have made a huge, have made, have a big impact. And that's, that's a good thing. Now, my grandfather used to say everything's cyclical. Now, is this a cyclical situation? I hope not. Not for the, for the sake of the fishermen that like to fish walleyes all the time. For the sake the guides that make good money doing it. You know, it's like And we don't have a lot of places like this in Wisconsin. 

[00:27:53] Speaker 11 Could you imagine a situation where you hear things are so good that you're like, no, today we're going to target walleye. We may have up here for a week, but day two or day three, like let's go walleye fish. Let's try and find. 

[00:28:04] Speaker 10 Maybe, maybe I'm not that good of a wildlife fisherman, I don't really know the ins and outs as well. I've got a couple of really good friends that have been trying to give me some ideas and stuff like that, but for the most part, it's kind of like, depending upon the time of year we come up, usually it's always been, this is what we're going to do. We've never really taken that input to make the decision that, yeah, we're just going to go fishing for wildlife, and it's a good idea to try that, it doesn't hurt to try. 

[00:28:34] Speaker 11 Talk to me a little bit about the change in the resort and what they've been pushing because You probably remember that. I remember being as a long time ago Resorts would say we're a walleye resort or a fishing resort come up here to fish And now it seems like the shift has been more to party or relaxation and less on like the other activities on the water 

[00:28:54] Speaker 10 Well, you know, and I, I would agree with that, yes. When we first started coming up here, it was like a family fishing resort. There wasn't, actually, when we first got here, there was no bar. There literally wasn't a bar. It wasn't until the owner, after we first starting coming up, actually put a bar in. And, but it stayed calm. I mean, yeah, the guys would go up to the bar and you could have a drink and do this kind of stuff. But they didn't have music, they didn, they had, you, know, jukebox and stuff like that. And then, it evolved to a different type of... Thought process where yeah it's partying and bringing people in from off the flowage to setting it up so that you had something there for people who want to come whether it's music or whatever drink specials that was that was what changed and then now it's kind of gone back to it's it's kind of the the people that own it now in my opinion have figured out a balance they they have music on certain days to bring people down here and then but yet in the same token 24-7 and and I personally think that to me that's the best way to go I completely understand that at the end of the day it's about making a dollar they got to keep this place going and you're going to do what you need to do and everybody vacations differently so and we look we're quiet people we want we want things calm 

[00:30:27] Speaker 11 Your wife's not here this week, but you said she she's been supportive of you fishing How does that go into relationships of fishing if one does fish and one doesn't? 

[00:30:37] Speaker 10 What's the balance there? Well, she loves the fish. It's just about getting the time to be able to get out to fish. Now that we're retired and the kids are older and they're not in the house, when we're up here, we usually pick certain days. We'll go out for a couple hours to fish and catch fish. And she loves to fish present to me for my 40th birthday was buying a fishing license. She didn't fish like she does now and so that was cool and from that point on we've just been doing it. I mean we have our own thing, she loves the kayak and she can be out there all day long in the kayak but no, it really hasn't affected our relationship whatsoever. 

[00:31:21] Speaker 11 But that's made it better right that people find if you know that you hear about like fishing widows. Yeah guys are always gone Yeah finding that blend 

[00:31:28] Speaker 10 Well, and she's very understanding. She knows that, she knows that you need time by yourself, she needs time by herself. You have certain hobbies, I have certain hobbies. They don't always have to be the same. It would make life rather boring in my opinion. But yeah, I mean she's always been supportive of all this stuff. And 99.9% of the time, she's the one that pushes a lot of it. She's a driving force in it all, let's put it that way. 

[00:31:57] Speaker 11 So you've been out the last couple of days, how's it been? 

[00:32:00] Speaker 10 It's been okay. Yeah, I mean the bluegills are starting to come in so we can get some pan fish and we got some crappies. We haven't seen any walleyes yet, but again we weren't strictly fishing. This is typically when we start fishing for these things. If we go out earlier in the morning, yeah you may get lucky and get a couple of walleyies depending upon where you're fishing on the flowage, but for the most part it's been good. It's comfortable, let's put it that way. The last four or five years the weather has just been incredibly weird up here. I mean in the Memorial Day weekend it's like 90 degrees, it's unheard of. I mean I used to come up here with my friend Burt this week typically and there were times we would literally have to have our deer hunting gear on to be out there fishing. It was so cold. Or we wouldn't be fishing because if the water temperature is at a certain temp you're not going to be catching fish. 

[00:32:54] Speaker 11 So when you're out there, can you tell from the first bite when it's a walleye, does it hit a little different? 

[00:32:59] Speaker 10 Oh yes, yes, oh absolutely. Typically you're fishing much deeper water for walleye than and when you're fishin' panfish, this time of year you're usually fishing closer to shore because they're coming in to spawn. But yeah, walleye, you can definitely tell. It's a nice soft bite and it just goes really slow away. It's not one of those things where it's going to pull out of your hand. And you've got to be kind of cognizant of, yup, this could be what I think it is. And then, as a matter, you have to make sure of that. 

[00:33:30] Speaker 11 What is the balance of bringing one in? Because my great uncle always says, don't horse it. 

[00:33:36] Speaker 10 Exactly. No, you've just got to make, first of all, you got to make sure you got it hooked and then the other thing is you just bring it in slowly. I mean, it's not like a northern, it is not like a muskie where they're just going to rip the pull out of your hand. No. Not a walleye. It hits. You know it's there and you just slowly bring it back to the boat. Yeah, you could literally tear the bait out of its mouth and sometimes their soft mouth, they're just tasting it to see if that's what they really want. So it's just a matter of giving them time to get it and then you just bring it back slowly. 

[00:34:10] Speaker 11 Is there a different feeling though, especially when you weren't expecting a whole lot? 

[00:34:12] Speaker 10 Yes absolutely absolutely yeah when you bring it up to the boat it's like yeah the first thing is you scramble for the net you don't bring the thing over the side of the boat without a net 

[00:34:24] Speaker 11 And I'm assuming you've kept enough walleye to eat. Yes. 

[00:34:26] Speaker 10 Yes, absolutely. All gas. It's like fresh water lobster. Walleye's the best. 

[00:34:34] Speaker 11 Why is that? 

[00:34:35] Speaker 10 I don't know, it's just a better fish, but tastes better. I mean, I'm partial to bluegills and crappies, but if I get a walleye, no, that's like, that's, like I said, it like lobster. 

[00:34:47] Speaker 11 Did you give those to the kids, or do you... Oh no no no! 

[00:34:49] Speaker 10 Oh, no, no. Oh, yeah. Oh yeah. Yes. Yes, absolutely 

[00:34:52] Speaker 11 I wasn't sure if that was, like, the inside tender where it never actually... 

[00:34:54] Speaker 10 No, no, exactly. No, everybody got everything. We've shared for everyone. 

[00:35:02] Speaker 11 Talk to me just a little bit more about what it means to you to have your grandson up here. 

[00:35:06] Speaker 10 Oh, it's just amazing 

[00:35:07] Speaker 11 This is his first time, right? Yep. 

[00:35:08] Speaker 10 Yep, yep, yep. It's third generation now. Hopefully it will continue. Hopefully this place will be here, you know, with all the things that are changing in our world right now. I just pray to God that he has the opportunity to have the opportunity that his mom and dad have had and that we've had. You know, it's like, I guess sometimes people don't really appreciate how much that kind of legacy that you leave. What that really means, you know, at the end of the day. I'm hoping that the grandkids will be cognizant to this place, because like I said, there's no other place like it, in my opinion, here at least in the state of Wisconsin. 

[00:35:51] Speaker 11 I mean, when you go back home and they say, Oh, what'd you do? Like, Oh he was up at the, do you have a special name for it or how do you? 

[00:35:57] Speaker 10 We always call it the chip. Yeah, we're up as a chip and everybody knows people that we know know where we typically go We're up at the chip so it's like yeah, they're very familiar with the things that we do and Yeah, and then my wife will spend weeks posting pictures on Facebook or whatever So everybody gets a chance to see what we were all doing 

[00:36:18] Speaker 11 And that's, I mean, that's one of those things that is almost universal for a lot of people in Wisconsin. Like to say, I went to a resort. 

[00:36:25] Speaker 10 One of the cool things about it too is then if there's people that don't really understand or really don't know or are interested in it, I mean you pass that on to them and the potential of them getting their kids and their grandkids involved in it. I mean it basically kind of snowballs into something because we've had friends that have come up here that have never been to a resort before and now granted they're not staying here anymore, they've found other places. But the whole point was that they were actually able to go up to the Northwoods, find a place to actually stay, and witness this kind of stuff. It's like, yeah, in my opinion, there's nothing better. 

[00:37:03] Speaker 11 And that's why you're up north. 

[00:37:06] Speaker 10 Absolutely that's exactly get what it was what's the up north north the highway 10 or something like that or something 

[00:37:11] Speaker 11 That's a debate. I know 

[00:37:13] Speaker 10 I know 

[00:37:14] Speaker 11 It depends on how far you went that the line goes north. 

[00:37:18] Speaker 10 You know, I always said it would be so much nicer if we were only, like, three hours away, but the kids always come back and make the statement that, well, if it was only three hours, it wouldn't be as special as it is. 

[00:37:32] Speaker 11 Alright, can I get you to say and spell your name for me just so I have it correct on tape? 

[00:37:35] Speaker 10 My name is Randy Moss and his last name is spelled M-A-A S. 

[00:37:41] Speaker 11 Alright, and can you also give me the names and spellings of the characters just so we have it correct? 

[00:37:47] Speaker 10 All right, um... 

[00:37:50] Speaker 11 I won't ask you for birthdates or anniversaries. 

[00:37:55] Speaker 10 HER NAME 

[00:37:56] Speaker 11 Her name is... 

[00:37:57] Speaker 10 Yes, Abby's name. First of all, it's Tyler, Maas, same spelling last name, and it's Warner is our grandson, Warner, W-A-R-N-E-R, Maass, and then it's Abigail, and I'm going to mess it up, I know I am, it is A-B-I-G-A E-L. 

[00:38:16] Speaker 11 Oh, every day? 

[00:38:17] Speaker 10 Yes, yes, yes. Yeah, we changed. Yes, the Gaelic version. Actually, her mom's Irish heritage, so. No, don't ask for these. 

[00:38:28] Speaker 11 I know you are a master as well. 

[00:38:30] Speaker 10 She has a boss at this point, yes. 

[00:38:33] Speaker 11 That was great. Anything else you want to add? No, uh-uh. 

[00:38:37] Speaker 10 Yes, yes 

[00:38:39] Speaker 11 We don't tell people about lalai cheeks. No, I learned that when you were the ones doing the fish fry... 

[00:38:48] Speaker 1 Yes. 

[00:38:48] Speaker 11 The walleye cheeks went last and I was like oh you can have it we're good we're good have some more yeah 

[00:38:55] Speaker 10 I forgot all about the wallet. 

[00:38:56] Speaker 11 What are you guys gonna eat? Oh, we've got these. 

[00:38:58] Speaker 10 I forget I never forget that one year I had it was I was up earlier and then Tyler came up later and I had caught a was 20 22 inch walleye over in Scott Lake and two days later he came up and the third day he caught a 22 inch walleye on Scott Lake that's the that's a limit that you can keep Because it's based off of, because it's the, what do they call it? I can't remember. Slot Limit? Well, it's, it, it also, um. 

[00:39:33] Speaker 11 Or the trophy. 

[00:39:34] Speaker 10 Well, no, no. It's also set by the state for the tribal lands, too, for the indigenous people up here. So they've got the slot limit that you can... It's the seceded area, seceded territory it's called. So that's what this slot limit is part of what they call the secede. So 22, I think it was, was the max you could keep. Because I will never forget, I had caught the fish and I had it in the boat and I have texted at the time the resort owner. That was here at the time, what's the max that I can keep? Because I was actually on the water, because I wasn't gonna put the boat, fish in the boat because that's possession. 

[00:40:12] Speaker 1 Mm-hmm. 

[00:40:12] Speaker 10 And she texted me back and said 22 when I measured it. Got it. I was able to bring it back. So I knew. 

[00:40:19] Speaker 11 Did the tribe, did the Kura Ray come out here? 

[00:40:21] Speaker 10 I, you know, I don't know. I've not seen them, but I don't know. I mean, we see them on the flow edge. I mean they've got spots where they go and stuff like that. But as far as being on the water, I really wouldn't know, I know they're out here, but. 

[00:40:35] Speaker 11 I mean I know that back in the 80s that was a big deal. That was probably around a little before you first term. 

[00:40:40] Speaker 10 Oh, yeah, way before. Yeah, yeah. 

[00:40:43] Speaker 11 Have you heard of any 10? I mean, is that something? 

[00:40:45] Speaker 10 I've never heard of anything, and in my opinion, I have an opinion on how the Native Americans have been treated in this country, so I'm not going to get into that. 

[00:40:58] Speaker 11 But that's not an issue that, you know, people aren't... 

[00:41:00] Speaker 10 Doesn't seem to be 

[00:41:01] Speaker 11 It used to be the thing, like, there's no walleye, it's like a spirit of mine. 

[00:41:03] Speaker 10 Well, you know, and it seemed to be, at least just from what I remember, going back that far, it seemed to be a bigger issue over in the eastern part of the state up here. You know, when you're talking Eagle River, Rainlander, Managua, stuff like that, that seemed to be the bigger area. I don't ever remember it being over. It may have been when the The hearing started to be a real big thing, but I don't know. You know and personally hey this was their land first so why not let them do what they're going to do you know as long as as long the rules for them are the same if the rules for us are the the same for them i don't have a problem with that whatsoever it's when people take advantage of things which we all have a tendency to do that's when things get crazy 

[00:41:54] Speaker 11 So I heard that that got dug out of the muck. 

[00:41:57] Speaker 10 Yeah, that was a live, yeah. Actually, Burt, the guy that I used to come up with, he would bring that up, or he'd leave it up here every year. And then what he would do is, when we would come off the lake, instead of going up and cleaning the fish every day, well, that back in the day when you could keep, well, initially it was 50, then it went down to 25. We would put them in there so that you didn't have to clean every day and then they would stay alive because you don't want, obviously, dead fish. They don't taste good. And for whatever reason, this is last year, I forgot to grab it. And it just stayed up here, and somehow it stayed in the lake. And Abby found it, and so we're taking it back home. So it's coming home with us.

[00:42:46] Speaker 10 You're very welcome. 

[00:42:47] Speaker 11 Thank you for sharing your story.

[00:45:37] Speaker 2 There's your waterfall. That's pretty cool. You climb up this and you go down that way. That's a slide of blood. But I still have to... 

[00:45:47] Speaker 9 No, it's just not the outside of the water proclamations. That escalated rather quickly. It isn't a blood. Not a blood, not blood.

[00:46:02] Speaker 11 Ambulance. 

[00:46:06] Speaker 5 I don't know what you're talking about, that's the opener. You're welcome to our show. 

[00:46:14] Speaker 10 Person that's really been big into really pushing to preserve this and really, her name is Cheryl Treland. They own Treland Resorts. She's just been amazing pushing all this stuff. And you know, Treland's are, everybody knows who the Treland are. And they've got one heck of a place to stay when they're on the west side, or yeah, west side.

[00:47:05] Speaker 10 I could sit and listen to him for hours to think he knows and he does it from the aspect of. 

[00:47:10] Speaker 5 Well you can use this page. 

[00:47:13] Speaker 10 And how his book was written as well. Just amazing, the stuff that this guy's got. 

[00:47:16] Speaker 5 He's a fountain of knowledge, and it's accurate knowledge. 

[00:47:19] Speaker 10 Oh, and yes, and he does his research. He spent, I don't know how many years researching this book, but it's just, it's incredible. The stuff that guy knows is just mind-blowing. You said debt law? Debt law. 

[00:47:31] Speaker 5 They own Indian Trails. 

[00:47:32] Speaker 10 Indian Trails Resort. It's probably one of the oldest resorts on this island. 

[00:47:37] Speaker 5 I think their cabins are from what? 

[00:47:40] Speaker 10 The thirties. Yes. Yeah, he's been maintaining. 

[00:47:43] Speaker 5 We're in the third 

[00:47:43] Speaker 9 We are in the cabin. 

[00:47:45] Speaker 10 Keeping him up so that they stay that way. He's real big on it when it comes to the knowledge of this place. It's like I said, it's just amazing how much the Lake Association, the owners, have really... 

[00:48:02] Speaker 5 No, Sidney McDonner. Did you tell him that you caught your first perch today? What? You caught your perched today? How big was it?

[00:51:21] Speaker 5 We saw one on a nest that was hanging out. 

[00:51:24] Speaker 8 And and and 

[00:51:28] Speaker 5 You can't tell we don't use mom and dad. 

[00:51:31] Speaker 9 Papa did before Obama did it. 

[00:51:37] Speaker 3 Yeah, they're pretty birds. 

[00:51:39] Speaker 5 Yeah, she always is so sweet. 

[00:51:41] Speaker 3 Yeah, up here, absolutely. 

[00:51:42] Speaker 11 M-A-U-T-H-E. 

[00:51:44] Speaker 4 Yeah, yeah, yeah. 

[00:51:46] Speaker 11 We've got it in the northern section. 

[00:51:48] Speaker 10 Yes. 

[00:51:49] Speaker 11 There's a little campground there, right? Yep.
