We didn't fish here that day anyways. We were all down that way. Push through. You got your, you got a fishing license? Yeah. Oh, okay.

You can pretty much call any fish that you get that you got on Gotta get some bids. So many to choose from. 

[00:06:42] Speaker 1 Is that fake champagne or is that season gone? 

[00:06:44] Speaker 3 You thought no 

[00:06:55] Speaker 2 Should be windy enough today just to use this instead of the bomb or you know with the waves pushing you should be alright because usually you want to use your kicker when you're trolling cranks so your battery don't die as quick. All right. Did you ever use these boards before? 

[00:07:25] Speaker 6 No, the last time I used planer boards was probably trout fishing in Canada a long time ago. 

[00:07:32] Speaker 2 You want to seat up there? 

[00:07:33] Speaker 6 You're moving 

[00:07:36] Speaker 2 Like right now we're going two miles an hour and that's usually at this time of the year when the water is warmer. You want to go faster. The colder the water it is, the slower you go. See, like in the beginning of the year, when we were out that last time, we should. We were going like 1, 2, 1, 3 with cranks. That's what you want to be at, at that time of year anyways.

[00:08:15] Speaker 2 Yeah, so you're out of the sun at all times. Excuse me one second, just one second. This was a good one. And that clicker is on your left, no, this side, yep, so they don't take it off, so you don't burn out the, burn out the gears.

Yep, hold on, let me do this before it gets bad. Yeah, you always, always hold your thumb on it, yep. Alright, you're good with that one. Yeah, the water's pretty chocolatey today. And you got to twist these three times so the line stays tight on top. They always say when the water is dark, put dark stuff on. But I really don't. I think that's a wise tale in my eyes, but because we always think that that never really works for me anyways.

[00:11:40] Speaker 6 Yeah. 

[00:11:47] Speaker 1 So you've been out here casually, or is there such a thing as casually? 

[00:11:53] Speaker 2 Yeah, actually, every day last week. I was old. I was all from Monday to Sunday every day. I'm a little little heated yet from that. Yeah, that was that was too much heat Yeah, and it was tough fishing, actually right where we are now. My dad and I, we did very well the one day right here. And then the next three days, I didn't do hardly anything. And then I had one good day in the mud. I had four good ones. And one was over 25. And uh... But then, of course, you go back there on a tournament day, they don't bite. That's just what I'm bagging a little. It's hard to put two days together in this, in this system. Even though the system is booming really well, there's a lot of, a lot of little, you know, the tens, tens to fourteens. What the DNR really needs to do is put a size limit because last week and in the tournament where we were fishing there was a lot of little local boats and whatnot and they uh... They were keeping all them we were watching because we were right next to them. They were keepin all them real little ones and it's like You don't get much off of them anyways, but if they come out here every day the week and keep three, you know Yeah, it's just sad. And a lot of guys say the tournament guys are the ones that hurt this lake that is absolutely false and wrong because we're the ones who put them back and then most of us fishermen we always go to Lake Erie where they want you to go and take them out, take them all out, every size out, there that's different you know so you know and there's only, yeah there's two tournaments besides the local bar tournaments but there's pretty much two tournaments that catch-and-release that's Wally Rican and Winnebago Wally series here so Yeah, we should catch one. 

[00:14:39] Speaker 1 So if you come out here, there's no other boats. Is that a sign of like, what are you doing out here? Or is that just like, the whole lake is yours? 

[00:14:48] Speaker 2 Well, I like fishing around by ourself, that's normally what we do, what we try to do. But yeah, like today, we are pretty much by ourselves, which is nice.

Yeah, I think it's going to be a pretty slow day with this water being pretty dirty like this, but usually on Winnebago, half a day is she's clear already. Really? Oh yeah.

[00:17:14] Speaker 2 Well, zebra mussels, cleaning up, you know, years ago we never had zebra mussel, they came from whatever different lake that were, you now, stuck in the live wells or something and got here. That's why it's hard to fish rockfish, that's why, it's always nice to have. You know, pods, little schools of fish out in the mud to get also for a backup plan. Because if the rocks are, if it's, but this year is a little different. Actually a couple, a couple days we were catching them and you could see the bottom and you were still catching them all eyes, which is that never happens because they see your boat and they scatter, you know. Keep your chart up to date. Yeah, yeah, yeah. 

[00:18:25] Speaker 1 Was there ever a time where you're out here and you're like, you know, I'm kind of sick of Winnebago, I need something different.

Alright, see you. Turn it. Alright, I gotta take off the board first. Or can you do that for me?

[00:25:23] Speaker 2 Yeah, Wally, we can stray pollens, yep. The AIM series is ran just like Otter Street now with the camera and the pictures, same stuff. I like it, a lot of guys don't like it. I like because you're taking a picture and you're throwing them back in right away. They don't see you live well.

They're killing off, they're eating a lot of walleye that they claim 10 to 15 a day. Yep, and then my buddy's on the other side of the point there, down in there. So the walleyes are feeding on the minnows. There's shiners in here, like, an enormous abundance. It's stupid. They watch them. They come up right on shore, and they watch them, and they just open their mouth, and they just watch. They're... They're fuckin' nuisance. This lake is finally coming back, like, it's gonna be something. But they need, like I said, they need to put a size limit, a 15-inch size limit on it, that they need bring it back. It always was for years, you know.
