They were catching some walleye up shallower. It'll be interesting to see now what happens as it's shifting. So I have been going out. So I'm on. And part of it, we're checking, watching where the thermocline goes because this lake is so deep. And I'm helping one of the guys go out, one of scientists go out and take measurements. Like once a week we go out. We go to the deepest hole where it's like 100 feet. And then we measure the dissolved oxygen all the way down. To see where it at. See if the top 10 deepest lakes I think in the state. I could be wrong on that, but...
