I need them a little closer to me to feel uncomfortable. So, we're going to put this up here

[00:04:52] Speaker 3 There, I have these right here because I needed them a little closer to make me happy.

He wanted this shiny bait because it was pretty. And I was like, I don't know if that's the best one, Lucas. We can make our own decisions. And I feel defiant today.

[00:05:28] Speaker 3 Yep, I'm going to take off this. 

[00:05:36] Speaker 4 Most of the time we repeat that. 

[00:05:40] Speaker 3 Do you think I can remember these boys' names? 

[00:05:43] Speaker 4 Thank you. I can't do it. 

[00:05:51] Speaker 3 One sack or the older one? Cameraman, I can't remember. 

[00:05:57] Speaker 1 We'll figure it out.

[00:06:05] Speaker 3 All this work because I'm a leader. 

[00:06:07] Speaker 4 Thank you. 

[00:06:12] Speaker 3 Oh, it does have a lovely wobble. No wonder that got some attention. So I broke off my good rod, this rod that I use all the time for muskie fishing on the river, on a bass on our lake. It snapped right in half. Not in half, but up toward about 3.

[00:14:15] Speaker 3 So if you see a rock on the surface that might be going to hit you. 

[00:16:28] Speaker 2 I don't want to buy anything. These cover intuitive, but they should be trying to... Because they could take more advantage of it. Yeah, you'd think, but no, no.

[00:16:42] Speaker 4 Yeah, you're a prophet, isn't it? When I was younger, I had a little more to work with.

I had a bunch of hits from size and had a nice musky hit it Monday. And you can fish it pretty darn clean, which is the best part. And it's got a good substantial hook for a big musky.

And then I lift up the fish, and now I'm on the side. I'm like, well, crap, I have to measure it. Because it could be a master angler. It was 39, just over 39, and not quite 40. But it was huge and heavy, and it was gorgeous. And I was like, well, I guess I'll just put you back. We had fun. That was my rehab fish, I call it.

[00:56:19] Speaker 3 Got it! 

[00:56:21] Speaker 2 Open your veil. That's a little one. They fight like crazy. 

[00:56:27] Speaker 3 Yeah, they do. I'm gonna downsize my twister. Yeah. And since that seems to be a smallie getter, I'm going to get rid of that. Get that out of play.

[00:56:49] Speaker 3 Yeah. That's. I'm just going to put a Ki-Tek on. That's what Tiffany caught hers on when I set her up here, so we're going to go with that, because that's the smaller beat, might be the ticket.

[00:57:11] Speaker 3 Tickets to the Yummers. 

[00:57:13] Speaker 1 There's a wall I showed you.

[00:57:41] Speaker 2 Maybe be a little spin. 

[00:57:54] Speaker 6 This has been all the boats that have come through here today. Thank you. 

[00:58:05] Speaker 3 Ever. 

[00:58:06] Speaker 4 Yeah. 

[00:58:07] Speaker 3 Well, I got a bit right there. I bet it was a smallie though, huh? That's why you said that while I hit close to the boat, huh. 

[00:58:15] Speaker 1 While I was a little further out, I got a bunch of taps right in front of the boat. 

[00:58:18] Speaker 3 Tabs. Okay. All right. Clear a book. I do have crawlers. Do you want them?

[00:58:54] Speaker 4 Oh, it's fine. I'll get some water. All right. Okay. All right? 

[00:59:00] Speaker 3 Well, I was just crawling him and a little small he took it. Yeah. Is that what you were doing with the twister before? Just real slow. I got gunk this time. We just got to get it in the right spot.

[00:59:23] Speaker 3 That's a nice fish. Well, once all the bass have been caught, then the walleyes can get at it, right? Nice release, both sides. I like that.

[01:00:22] Speaker 2 And the end of his musty action pick up on the floor. 

[01:00:25] Speaker 1 It seems like it's just starting to turn back on. Oh, there was a fish that just surfaced in front of your boat. Oh yeah, that little jig that's in there. 

[01:00:36] Speaker 3 Something came after it. That's funny. You jinxed us by dissing that nice little walleye we caught. Yeah, you did. 

[01:01:02] Speaker 1 Too bad it wasn't fifteen, it would have been delicious.

[01:01:20] Speaker 1 Ooh, look at that! Nightcrawler. 

[01:01:36] Speaker 4 Come on. All right. 

[01:01:48] Speaker 3 What's he putting on? I'm not sure. What are you putting on, Jen? John can play the tube like nobody, as I practice, he got in Door County on those big small mow. Did you ever use tubes much John before? Like I normally fish these. 

[01:02:14] Speaker 1 I'm trying to think of what else to throw. What else to Throw? There you go, silver minnow. 

[01:02:21] Speaker 3 I do. 

[01:02:22] Speaker 2 So I catch them while I'm on silver and red house in the air, and we're going to... 

[01:02:25] Speaker 3 Hey, it's been known to happen. Whoop, shit. I'm sorry. I didn't see you cast. 

[01:02:30] Speaker 2 Yeah, you're gonna lift up your line. I am. Go ahead and reel yours in, actually. Just reel it off to your left.

[01:08:37] Speaker 2 What do you got there, honey? A little guy. Do you still have something? It's not big.

[01:10:02] Speaker 2 You've been talking to Dave Neuswanger, a retired fish biologist that's up here, and his license plate says rock bass.

[01:10:19] Speaker 2 It sure is beautiful though. 

[01:10:21] Speaker 3 It's about as close as you can get to nothing around. 

[01:10:24] Speaker 2 That's what we always say, it's trying to rush into some of the slum out there, but it's uh... The best water for sure on this whole trip is below us here. 

[01:10:37] Speaker 4 Yeah 

[01:10:40] Speaker 3 BWAH! Alright, Amanda that was very kind of you to bring all those things to share. 

[01:10:50] Speaker 2 We'll watch. Get the film, get the camera though, okay?

[01:10:56] Speaker 2 Oh That's good to experiment with. It's like bent over, doubled over, might change the tone of the chair.

[01:19:33] Speaker 2 Shoulders are the size of the shoulders are. 

[01:19:35] Speaker 1 They were getting some video of John got it Hope there's a big rock. 

[01:19:50] Speaker 3 Sure is. 

[01:19:53] Speaker 1 I think you're okay. 

[01:19:53] Speaker 3 I think we'll be okay, we might spin off it, but we're fine, we're not going to get hung up on it. It's like a walleye spot, but it sure looks like a big, smally spot.

[01:24:07] Speaker 3 Shallow water when we're catching these fish. 

[01:24:10] Speaker 1 Yeah you got one too that's a nice spot 

[01:24:16] Speaker 3 I just had a bite, but I didn't catch it. 

[01:24:19] Speaker 4 That's a dandy! 

[01:24:22] Speaker 3 Come on, baby. 

[01:24:23] Speaker 4 Yeah, there's plenty of them. 

[01:24:26] Speaker 3 You got one too? I do. Triples! Oh, mine came off. 

[01:24:31] Speaker 2 Yours got oxygen. It was so little honey. 

[01:24:36] Speaker 3 Actually it wasn't that little but oh that's a big one. That's my master angler.

[01:24:49] Speaker 3 That is a giant! Well done, sweetheart! 

[01:24:52] Speaker 2 That's a trophy in any, look at that, big belly on it.

[01:25:04] Speaker 2 Gorgeous fish 

[01:25:05] Speaker 1 Hey, John. One for my dad.

[01:25:16] Speaker 4 It's time. Ooh.
