[00:53:40] Speaker 1 Yeah. Yeah, we'll give you one gallon more for you. But already we're going to need a good bottle of water. 

[00:53:50] Speaker 3 I mean, I can estimate, but as we saw last night, my size estimation skills at Wally are very good.

[00:55:43] Speaker 4 no clips, so then you know that's a naturally reproduced fish, which is actually really what we want. You know, it's good if stock fish are surviving, but ideally we want a lot of natural fish out here doing it on their own. Well, that's a good workout.

[00:56:28] Speaker 6 Yeah there's a couple muskies by that dock with them guys though yeah did you guys tell them about it

[00:56:41] Speaker 6 Yeah, it was probably a two-inch bit. 

[00:56:50] Speaker 7 The water biz is not what we've been used to the last couple of nights. 

[00:56:55] Speaker 6 Yeah, a lot of the other lakes it was really, really clear. Oh. 

[00:56:59] Speaker 4 Green 

[00:57:00] Speaker 6 It's a little green. It ain't easy being green, you know. 

[00:57:09] Speaker 4 That's it, nice. Yeah. 

[00:57:10] Speaker 1 All right. 

[00:57:12] Speaker 7 Cool! 

[00:57:13] Speaker 4 Now they're going to cut a cross. 

[00:57:54] Speaker 2 Do you think we can be out in the head just a little bit so we're kind of shooting it? 

[00:57:57] Speaker 4 Sure. 

[00:57:58] Speaker 2 Yeah. From behind.

You know you can shock fish that are down four or five feet if the power is up high enough but it doesn't hold them very long a lot of times. If they've got a way to escape to deeper water they will. So it's it's kind of a near shore method to sample for sure. The piers actually kind of make it a little harder to, you know, stay where you want to. Yeah, it is. So Zach, do you get lots of earfuls when you tell people that you do political reporting?

[01:07:37] Speaker 2 The worst is when you talk to legislators who, you know, some of them, which have been at the Capitol for a while, are in a leadership position, and you're like, no, I'm right, like I was there when that happened, you're not, and they're like oh no, that's not, like, I don't need to argue with you, it's just one of us is right.

[01:07:58] Speaker 2 Yeah. 

[01:08:00] Speaker 4 Oh no I mean, I guess I'm not that surprised, but...

[01:08:11] Speaker 4 I can't see that much. 

[01:08:56] Speaker 2 That's a big fish. 

[01:08:58] Speaker 4 Up by shore yeah i think i heard some splashing i didn't get a good 

[01:09:02] Speaker 2 That was long. 

[01:09:03] Speaker 4 Okay, could have been a big muskie. Yeah, yeah, there's some really big muskies in this lake. It's kind of known for that. Not huge numbers, but big size. These reed edges aren't really great juvenile walleye habitat, they tend to like sand flats or like smaller gravelly areas, but you can catch some along these types of spots. Part of the index station, so the idea is to do the same station every year and then you get a standard. So it's not all prime habitat, but... 

[01:09:48] Speaker 2 If it makes it interesting, if you're seeing changes, then at some point if you adjust the timing of the survey then you dramatically impact its reliability over time. 

[01:09:59] Speaker 4 Right, yeah, it can change the reliability of the surveyor of how comparable it can be over the years. 

[01:10:07] Speaker 6 And again, if it consistently starts to stay warmer early and from the same time. 

[01:10:13] Speaker 4 Then it'll be about the same for that time period. It's just our older data won't be as comparable. There's a big fish. It looks like a musky, I think. He's going to have a hard time getting that in the net if he... For the big ones, you've got to get them in head first, because all the weight is in the head, in the front. If you get the tail in first and try to lift it up, it just kind of... 

[01:11:00] Speaker 2 So if you're taking an average, though, of how many you've seen, it's kind of crazy how much of that is impacted by humans. Like the quality of the driver and the quality the netter. If you have inexperienced one of each, you can dramatically impact your data. 

[01:11:16] Speaker 4 Yeah, yeah, there's big variability that gets added that way, you know, you hope over time it kind of washes out, but it's true. You got some, some netters are really aggressive, and that's what you want all your netters to be like, but they just aren't all that way. And some are really good at catching the movement, seeing the fish, getting after them right away, and others are kind of like, is that a walleye? Oh, it's too late, you I don't know. Yeah so these fall data can get pretty variable that way because what we do is take catch per mile of shoreline and yeah so it's affected a lot by good driver, good netter, or bad driver, bad netter. Most of them are somewhere in between but But at least you get an indication of, is there a year class there or not? You know, are you seeing age zeroes, are seeing age ones? Typically, even if you don't have a good driver and a good netter, you're still going to catch some if they're there. The nice part about a lake like this is we've got three crews out, so if one crew is really good, one crew's really bad, and one crew in the middle, then it kind of evens itself out too. In our spring ones, where we're actually estimating the population, the adult population, it's less affected by that. The only problem is it takes longer if you don't have good netters, because you do a mark recapture estimate. So the idea is you mark a whole bunch of fish with a fin clip, then you come back and shock the whole shoreline and figure out what proportion are marked of the whole shore line. So say you mark 20. If it's a small lake, you mark 20, you go around, you shock the whole shoreline, you catch 20 and 10 of them are marked, you would estimate that the 20 you marked are half the population because half of what you captured was marked and so then your estimate would be 40. That's basically how the math works, it's pretty simple that way. So if your netters and dippers aren't as good, you'd mark fewer, but your ratio would just be lower then. But you still get better measures of uncertainty if you have a bigger recapture sample and more fish marked to begin with. But at least it doesn't bias the estimate. Doesn't cause the error to be one way or the other. It just causes more variability in it. 

[01:14:00] Speaker 2 Assuming that they're consistent in their own abilities night after night, from beginning of night to end of night. 

[01:14:06] Speaker 4 True. Yeah. 

[01:14:09] Speaker 2 Let me tell you, we're working with people. 

[01:14:10] Speaker 4 Right. Red Bulls and Mountain Dews. A lot of caffeinated beverages get consumed during this type of work.
