And then you'll have a bucket at each bin. So you want to fill your bucket with water. And then when you clip it, put it right in the bucket. And then we just want to make sure we count them. 

[00:10:05] Speaker 1 Thank you. 

[00:10:06] Speaker 2 So counted them that we don't know. 

[00:10:08] Speaker 1 Yeah, I'll bet you did. Okay. Very nice. 

[00:10:13] Speaker 2 So do they just naturally come in here? We're going to push them in. Push them in? Yep. So we're doing one pond a day. Right now we're going that pond. We can take a walk up there and look. Last year we got 4,000 out of this pond, and this year it's looking pretty good, but raising fish you never know. 

[00:10:39] Speaker 3 Well, yeah, especially 

[00:10:40] Speaker 2 especially outdoors, especially putting trout in a pond when there's osprey around. 

[00:10:46] Speaker 3 Yeah, yeah, you remember that, huh? Okay, so one end to the other. Oh, okay. And then you're just walking right there? 

[00:10:55] Speaker 2 Yep, that's an 8 inch pipe that just goes right down to the kettle. 

[00:11:00] Speaker 3 That's awesome. 

[00:11:00] Speaker 2 Yeah, all three ponds have the same thing. 

[00:11:03] Speaker 3 And then they're fully aligned with this? Yep. 

[00:11:06] Speaker 2 And then most of the summer, they're full all the way to here. Sure. And every week, we put two hundred pounds of middles in each pond. Really? Every week? Every week. Holy buckets. 

[00:11:18] Speaker 3 That's a lot of frickin' minutes! 

[00:11:19] Speaker 2 It is. So we get the fatheads now, but we start out with the pinheads and those are more expensive. Where do you get your minerals? 

[00:11:30] Speaker 3 Buy them from a local or? 

[00:11:32] Speaker 2 We buy them from Robinson's, it's Robinson's whole sale bait out of there in Genoa, but they get their minnows from all over. 

[00:11:42] Speaker 3 Oh 

[00:11:43] Speaker 2 The last ones have been coming from the Dakotas, I believe South Dakota. Really? Yeah. 

[00:11:47] Speaker 3 Wow. 

[00:11:48] Speaker 2 So they drive there, pick them up, bring them here. 

[00:11:50] Speaker 3 I wonder why they're expensive. 

[00:11:52] Speaker 2 Yeah. Yeah. So across the street, if you've ever been over there to NADF, they have outdoor ponds too and they raise wildlife for Nemacoggin Lake every year. And Nemacoggins been fronting the money for their minnows. 

[00:12:05] Speaker 3 So this is what kind of a I mean like what kind of a bill you said 200 pounds every week. So it'd be 600 pounds total every week 600 pounds. So 200 in each one 600 pounds up. What is a pound of freaking minnow? So it's. 

[00:12:20] Speaker 2 $4,500 for a week. For a week? Holy fuck it. So whatever that comes out to per pound. Cheaper. It was good at math here. 

[00:12:36] Speaker 4 Well, so were you able to feed them what you thought you could? 

[00:12:40] Speaker 2 Yeah, we were. 

[00:12:41] Speaker 4 What would they end up in for size today? 

[00:12:44] Speaker 2 We'll find out real soon. 

[00:12:44] Speaker 4 Soon you don't like checkers or not 

[00:12:46] Speaker 2 Not, we used to, but this year we haven't been able to get in there and usually we have a cast net that we can throw out there and measure them, but our cast net broke so. 

[00:12:58] Speaker 4 Guess we'll know shortly. 

[00:12:59] Speaker 2 Yeah, real shortly. I'm gonna get some waders on and then any questions ask Rob. He's the guy down here. 

[00:13:33] Speaker 1 I'm just going to slowly walk down. 

[00:13:36] Speaker 2 Who the hell? 

[00:13:38] Speaker 1 Look at that! 

[00:13:39] Speaker 2 God damn it! Hold the damage interview. 

[00:13:45] Speaker 5 Actually you guys it sounds like you guys get off a little easier cuz it's not a GSA car. Oh, yeah 

[00:13:50] Speaker 2 This is the tribal insurance. 

[00:13:53] Speaker 1 Yeah. 

[00:13:55] Speaker 2 Can I just report it to the Tribal Police? 

[00:13:57] Speaker 1 I think so, yeah. 

[00:14:01] Speaker 2 Oops, there was an accident. 

[00:14:05] Speaker 5 Remember to check your mirrors! 

[00:14:08] Speaker 2 I couldn't see out the windows, they were all fogged up. So my truck was parked on the left, I didn't see Rob's car on the right, and I seen a truck and a boat behind me, so I figured I'd crank to the right so I'd just turn and not hit the boat. 

[00:14:23] Speaker 5 You know what you have to do now if you do Robbie a favor and break into his car and smash his garments? Yeah! So he can get new garments? 

[00:14:29] Speaker 2 That's what I was thinking, if he just wants to do it.
