Those of you that like to fish in Green Bay, this was our second year of our walleye tagging program up on Green Bay. And the purpose of that is to figure out what human exploitation is on the population, walleye population in Green bay. Last year, human exploitation was calculated to be about 5%. This year, we doubled the number of tags that were put in the system and human exploitation was determined to be about 10%. A self-sustained wildlife population, which the Bay of Green Bay is, it withstands about 35% human exploitation before it becomes a detriment to the population. So we're in great shape on the Bay Of Green Bay. The population is robust. This past year, they had the largest spawn that they've ever encountered on the Bay Of Dream Bay. So that'd be good. Those fish would be good for another eight, ten years. People take them out all the time, obviously. Now the other issue, the other thing that we had that was very interesting was on Shawtle Lake. We've been running an atrium here now for 13 years, and the DNR every other year stops on top of our stocking. And what we found last year was that 82% of the ball fingerlings that they surveyed came out of the Wally's Fertiline Archery. That was even after they had put 32,000 in just before the survey was done. We just had a conference, BNR Fisheries Manager and our manager at Chano made the statement that Walleye's Ferdinando is the most successful method of stocking that exists in the state of Wisconsin. We've had 89% success rate. On Green Lake, one year we had 88% success, another year we had 69% success. So the way that we released the fry, you know, these little guys are only two days old when we turn them loose. But the fact is, is the amount of fish that we put in the lake, we attempt to and almost always manage to put 2000 per surface acre in a lake, which offsets predation natural mortality, so it makes a big difference. This year we're building a hatchery. It will be placed at Long Lake over by Dundee. We've never had hatchery in the county before, so that'll be a new example for us. We'll be running hatcheries again this year on Lake Geneva, Pewaukee Lake, Big Cedar, Little Cedar. Green Lake, Long Lake, Shawano Lake, the Monaco Chain, the Manitouist So we're doing well. We're well supported. I tell everybody I meet. I meet the best people in the state of Wisconsin. There are people that like to volunteer to help and do things. It's a positive endeavor. So thanks for all of you that come. Without you, we couldn't fund these. A typical hatchery for us to build and equip is somewhere between $10,000 and $15,000. Not including the boat and the bike nets that we need to run the process. So thanks all of you for coming. If you want to talk, I'll be here all night. If anybody wants to talk fish, I will be around. Thank you.
