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[00:00:01] Speaker 1 Alright, thanks for being patient with us. Give me a sense of what the overall mission is here tonight. What is this event meant to do? 

[00:00:10] Speaker 2 So it's meant to revitalize that practice of going out on the waters and spearing fish, traditionally as our ancestors have been doing for hundreds and hundreds of years. There was a period of time where a lot of our families weren't able to get out onto the boats. Our youth, you know, weren't getting that opportunity to see these practices in real time. And so. It was about maybe 10 plus years ago, I was the director of youth services. It was very new. We might have had like four kids signing up, but we took them out. It was a different lake, might have been the second annual by the time I came onto the stage and it's really taken off since then. Now we've collaborated with Bad River. We have Bad River youth and Red Cliff youth. I think a couple years ago we even had some LCO youth come in, so I mean this is really given not just youth the opportunity, now we've got families coming and families are coming in and we got some moms that get out there, they're able to get up there and try for the first time and Matt, you just got to try it one time and you're hooked. And that excitement, that thrill, the being able to do something that you know your ancestors have been doing. Hundreds of years and being able to preserve that and carry that on for our kids is really really important to us. Yeah 

[00:01:38] Speaker 1 Because without an event like this, would it only be like if your parent or your uncle or someone like Yeah It was a very close family to pass it on This, you don't have to have that, right? 

[00:01:48] Speaker 2 No, we don't have to have that and and we do we open it up to families so that families will be able to get out there and have that experience if we have the capacity. Sometimes we might not have the capacity and we just are able to do it for youth but if we can get families out there that happened to us right like we got out there we went on a boat a few years back with some friends during this event now we have our own boat we bring our grandkids out we're bringing our kids out now so you know we didn't have that experienced growing up I didn't By the time I was old enough to get on the boat, my grandparents and my uncles, they were kind of done with it. So I never got that opportunity. And so it wasn't something that I did into adulthood. And so, it wasn't nothing that I was doing for my own kids until this event started to happen. And so that's why we keep doing it. And it builds more and more spirits as every year that we do it. 

[00:02:43] Speaker 1 What do you see in the change in the kids as they talk about them getting connected to that? Yeah, so I 

[00:02:48] Speaker 2 Yeah, so I'm just going to give you an example, right, and this is one that I'm so proud of because I was able to provide some traditional ecological knowledge with this. Last year I brought a student out, a kid out. Me and my husband did for the first time. It was his first time spearing. We were out there for a good while and he got his first fish, right? And so he really loved it and so I am a teacher at the school and so I see the student all year long. When can we get back out there, when can we get back up there? Nuku nuku is a time, is a times. I said no, when you hear those peepers, it's time. So the other day he comes up to me, nuku, which means grandma and that's what all the kids call me. I heard that peeper, I heard those peopers, it's a time. It's time, let's get ready to go, we're going Friday. Make sure you have your travel ID and we'll see you down there. So he'll be coming down with us and so that's when it means to them, right? And being able to come out and make connections with. People that they might not be able to make connections with from the community, building more connections with community members, right? I don't see our used other outside of school too often, but now they see me. They see me in the school and they see me down here at the boat landing and I'm taking them out and that's really what it's about. It's about connecting all of us together and doing something that is traditional and cultural. We have language trainees here now that are being able to do those things in the language. And we have the fish dance, so they're able to see those things. You'll see that tonight. We do a ceremony before. They're gonna learn history, what our people have had to go through in order for us to be able to this today. So. 

[00:04:40] Speaker 1 The full circle is people at the tribe that are helping bring the fish out to harvest the eggs and then they're putting the fish back in, so this is there for the future, right? 

[00:04:50] Speaker 2 Yeah, yeah because you know our traditional ways is we only take what we need and we always give something back right and so in order for us to do that and we we do have to co-learn to coexist with all sorts of fishermen so we do our part to make sure that that we're not taken away from anyone and that we are not depleting fish populations and that's just who we are and what we do, I really can't. Um say anything more than that other than that's just what we do. 

[00:05:22] Speaker 1 Talk to me a little bit about like the blend that we've got going on, like kids playing football, like you've got like food over here, but then like there's like all the cultural stretch here. Yep. 

[00:05:30] Speaker 2 Yep, so the kids right now are playing football, in a little bit you'll probably see some lacrosse sticks getting pulled out and they'll probably be playing lacross, which is the creators game and so that's really, really taken off in the last few years. We've seen more of that. Last year there was a pretty intense game going on between Radcliffe and Bad River which was pretty cool. So yeah, kids are kind of intermingling. It's a good opportunity for our Red Cliff kids and our Bad River kids to make connections with one another, which is also really important, right? Because we're all one tribe. And although we live on different reservations now, it wasn't that way back when our ancestors preserved this right for us to do this, right. And so coming together and being able to do that is really important for them. You also see like adults kind of standing around, and they're also intermingling, Recliff and Bad River. We have some tribal employees that are cooking and providing some stuff for this event. In a little bit, you'll see the drum getting pulled out. So we'll do some songs. There'll be a prayer that's said. We say a prayer for the water. And all those things are really important, right, is that talking about why we do those things, why we're protecting the water, Why will you protect Earth? Why we take care of the things that we have and the things we were giving. And so we're able to smash that all into one pretty awesome event, yeah. 

[00:07:01] Speaker 1 So talk to me a little about your job at the school and how that directly connects with what's going on here. 

[00:07:08] Speaker 2 So it, I mean, I guess it doesn't really directly connect. I mean I don't know. 

[00:07:15] Speaker 1 But I mean, it is about immersion. 

[00:07:16] Speaker 2 Yeah, yep, it's about immersion. So I'm the immersion co-teacher for the kindergarten, first grade down at the Bayfield School. That's very recent. I started off as a language trainee for the Red Cliff tribe. They really set up an awesome program there that fast tracked my ability to learn language and then get into the school and teach in that capacity. It directly relates to this event because the kids that will be here today see me in the school, right? And they see and they hear me speak in Ojibwe and sometimes that's all I'm saying to them. And they're like, I have no idea what you're saying. I'll tell you at the school, you know? But yeah, so it's really important that they see their educators at events like this because they feel like that sense of belonging, right? And so, and they feel that in the school. Hey, I've seen you at spearing and you know, just like you and. I can connect with you in that way and I know you're here for me and we come from the same background and that's really important for our kids because me growing up and I went to the same school, I had some really good educators but I really didn't feel like I was seen in a way because there wasn't that understanding of coming from the place and now our kids are seeing that and they're seeing that here and they feel more comfortable and they more tapped into who they are. Their tribal identities. 

[00:08:43] Speaker 1 You run me through some of the language that's important to an event like this that you're hopefully going to be having the kids understand. 

[00:08:49] Speaker 2 Um, sure. Yeah. Um, Bajiba'ige. So that's um, spearing. Anit is the spear, I believe. Um. Aseman, like, we will be passing our tobacco, jiman, boat. Um Waiwaini, who's um on Guam, is in, you know, be careful. 

[00:09:14] Speaker 1 What's going on? 

[00:09:16] Speaker 2 Oga, oga, gaga, go oga. Yeah, that's really, I'm kind of drawing a blank right there. I'll walk away and think of like 100 words for you. 

[00:09:28] Speaker 1 Alright, can I get you to say and spell your name just so I have it correct on tape? 

[00:09:32] Speaker 2 Yep, Shogabi Uikwe, Misty Nordin, you want me to spell it? M-I-S-T-Y-N-O-R-D-I N-S H-O G-A-A B-A W-I I-K-W-E. Shogabu Uikwa is my Anishinaabe name. 

[00:09:46] Speaker 3 Yeah, I've had to do this, and I got that one down a whole lot. 

[00:09:51] Speaker 1 That's perfect. I was gonna ask you that too. That's yeah. Okay. All right. Thank you so much. All, right That's not a problem. He's one of the people who died in other sections of the story. So connecting him to this, even if it's not identified or anything, is fine. Yeah, I mean, especially if you can be in the boat with him, just getting a few shots of him driving, or whatever, it might be that when you go out with Mary, and they have to throw a mic on him, just to have him know a little bit of what's going on, he's actually a major problem. Do you generally use these shots with lights off, or do you want like a little movement to them? Movement can be nice, but I don't like movement if it's the only shot we have and then you're locked in to like oh I didn't really need a pan there, I just needed two seconds of that shot. A lot of times, depending on the pacing of the story, I like rapid cut like two second shots to establish something and then move through a scene rather than like a long... 

[00:11:00] Speaker 4 Do you want it to look like it's kind of wide, or is it too wide? Is that kind of what you're looking for, maybe, coming out the end? Um, yeah, you could probably go in a little bit further. 

[00:11:21] Speaker 5 I can find it. Look. Okay, all right. 

[00:11:33] Speaker 6 Oh, yeah! 

[00:12:16] Speaker 5 . . . 

[00:12:47] Speaker 7 Okay, can you hear me here? Can you hear this here? It's going to be a whole lot of noise. Yeah, you can probably hear it all the way. Two million camera watches! The light of a good stick, you know, and then you turn this, you light it to the side of a helmet. There's no way, you know, you can't do that. All right, anyway, we'll ride in the hall and we'll come around. That's the way to the theater. We'll ride up the hall room. That's what we did, you now. That's where you go. 2008. We got a room in the house. We got room in there. So the other night, when the guy told me, he had a little guy in the back by his name. I had blue wires on, and I stuck that battery pack in the car. He said, three and a half hours he was running that battery back. That's how I was involved, man. What do you get paid for? If it's here in the water, right? You got to know. Do you see your car? Or is it like this? Well, Gary sent to have it like that. So you get the water out here, you're a lot of rock. You don't have to move your spearhead around, right? And then, you don't need to rub. You can grab. This is golf. Right here, you can hold down. It's not tough for standing and moving on the ball of the ball. You yield up. And just, when you look, you're looking like this. Keep looking. You don't have to look like this when you want to. How are you going to mess a couple of times? So the rule is, when you walk it, you walk back, OK? And make sure you know if you got a wire behind you, which way you turn. So if you turn this way, and remember, you've got a big hole in your head. So if there's several people in the book, you don't want to go like this. 

[00:15:18] Speaker 8 Right? 

[00:15:20] Speaker 7 Remember that. That can hurt. That's what you hear on the receiving end. So, the thing to think about when you're on the water. This is a great time, it's entertaining, it' fun. Everybody can enjoy it. Okay, one more thing. 

[00:15:48] Speaker 9 All right, so, if you're up in the front, make sure you holler back to your both sides. There really is a big rock here, you know. You can just all of a sudden, boom, come down. You can hear it. You can't say rock. You gotta go back. Rock? Yep, exactly. Furthermore, everybody's got their tribal IDs, where's our field first time? Okay, so everybody's have their tribal ID's and they're going to need a van. On top of that, you're going come down here and they are going to get light jackets that fit properly. Okay, and you don't want to put an adult woman's size on a 50 pound kit. That's not going to be okay. So it is kind of challenging because we can't see what we've got there. So we want to make sure it's safe. Older participants will be taken at one time, so at this point right here, we could probably take seven people. That boat over there, maybe it's two or four. We're going to have to kind of just be patiently waiting. So what we're going do is we're gonna, everybody's going to get the permit, their light jacket, we're go to go out in the boat and we're depart. Not everybody's gonna get turned right off the bat, but after they're two fish or they're 

[00:17:14] Speaker 7 It doesn't work out. It works. It works a little. You can't hold it here. You might just want to take a ride in the car. That's what you want to do. Maybe you just want to take a boat ride, take a look at what the fish look like out there, okay? It's kind of useless to have you go out there and try and spear and not work the effort. Another thing I'll remind you is if you do have success, you come in, you get the fish registered, and there's time, you can get another permit. But here's the thing, you need to have a permit to spear on the boat. If you lose your permit while you're running around here playing like a kid, guess what, that's called S.O.L. You're shit out of luck. Alright? So, it's important, once you get that permit issued, keep it in order to do it. Alright? 

[00:18:15] Speaker 9 One more, come back, go to the trio first, get your fifth register. And then if you're a youth and you want to go... 

[00:19:25] Speaker 8 What is the date today? May 1st? 

[00:19:40] Speaker 5 Why don't you get a reading? 

[00:20:00] Speaker 10 Go grab this, everyone's in my bag. 

[00:20:11] Speaker 1 So, we're going to have an awareness on either Rob or Genevieve or both of them. 

[00:20:15] Speaker 5 How old this picture is? 

[00:20:16] Speaker 1 So that way we'll set you up with an accident, yes. So that you can get some of the kids that are better, that know what they're doing, better light, and then get audio with that. So we'll probably have you make a couple runs with that and then maybe come in and get some of the other stuff from shore. And then once you get out a couple times, hopefully by then you've got the rhythm, you've just got some good videos, got some nice masks and all the folks, so maybe you can be for sure and see that transition with kids getting on and off.
