We just want what's best for them. We want to take care of them and we're here in solidarity. We're advocating for safe patient ratios. We want patient ratios to ensure safety of our patients. We issued a five-day strike so this is day one and you know we're just here in solidarity and You know, I'm very proud to be a nurse. I just have a lot of compassion for my patients and for our community. So I'm just hoping we get a lot of support from everybody. If you want to come join us to show some solidarity. It's all about patient safety. I feel that, you know, during COVID, nurses were heroes. As time went down, we're zero. So don't forget about the nurses. We just want what's best. We love what we do.
