From
chalkboards to electronic whiteboards, drawing tables to drawing software, teachers have always adapted technology tools to help their students learn.  With technology changing faster than ever before, educators are challenged to integrate these new tools into their teaching in meaningful ways. In each
program, teachers will share their ideas and techniques for using a wide variety of technology tools to enhance learning for all of their students.
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	In this program we look at a variety of best practices for using technology in the classroom.  First we will see middle school students at Glen Hills compose their own music with the help of a Milwaukee Symphony mentor.   Then we’ll meet a group of students creating their own Interactive Video Yearbook at Kewaunee Middle School.  Finally we’ll join the whole school at Stephen Bull Fine Arts School in Racine as they use “green screen” technology with the help of an artist in residence.
